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Congratulations and many thanks to the high 

school chairmen and all alumnae who provided 

over 400 recommendations for Dallas pnmôs 

(potential new members) this year.  When Janu-

ary rush concludes, we will have provided recom-

mendations for 38 Chi Omega chapters nation-

wide. Each year our number of pnmôs increases 

and the high school chairmen diligently meet the 

challenge to give each girl an opportunity for Chi 

Omega recruitment.  Currently we have over 16 

Dallas area high schools that are served by our 

board. Yes, all of our chapters still require recruit-

ment forms in spite of some misconceptions, and 

each form must pass through the Dallas recruit-

ment board as established by national policy.

Arkansas, 

Mississippi, TCU, Oklahoma University and 

Rhodes continued the ñred and yellowò success 

and rushed very well with the Dallas pnmôs. All 

of our chapters added talented young women, 

demonstrating the strength of our chapters as they 

successfully pledged the top girls from Dallas.  

On most campuses, our active chapters are firmly 

established in the top tier of sororities, and their 

numbers during the recruitment process prove 

this fact as they continue to be successful in mak-
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ing quota.  Each year as recruitment draws to a 

close, I am exceedingly proud to be a Chi 

Omega and   cherish the privilege to work with 

our active chapters!!

Numerous changes in the re-

cruitment process have occurred in the last ten 

years as we hope to host a recruitment ñ101 

Rush Workshopò in the future for all interested 

alumnae. Rush is more competitive than ever 

before, and with your support Chi Omega will 

remain at the top!
