The owl is a mysterious bird, sleeping by day and active by night, it has been considered everything
from a bad omen to a good luck charm. Some thought of it as the bird who snatches away souls,
while others considered it a way to cure diseases. Whatever the belief, owls have been a part of
folklore and legend in nearly every culture.

In China, though the owl was feared as one who snatched away souls, it was also associated with the
god of thunder and lightning. For this reason effigies of owls were placed on rooftops to protect
homes from fire.

In some ancient Greek sculptures, the goddess Athena is holding a small brown owl. Athena was the
goddess of wisdom, fertility, the arts and warfare. The owl pictured with her symbolized wisdom, a

positive attribute. Athens, the city named for the goddess, eventually became symbolized as one

with Athena and expressions were ¢given way to ma
ensdé or Othere goes an owl .6 These could be fore
tions of death, depending on how the terms were used.

The Romans, though very similar to the Greeks in the practices of their beliefs and ideology, devel-

oped their own |l egends of deities and owls. They
such as the Hindu belief of Manus as the first man and father of all humans. From the combination

of the two came the goddess Minerva. Minerva represented prophecy and wisdom. As time pro-

gressed, she lost her symbol of the moon and was given one of the owl, thus the owl was associated

with the aspect of wisdom.

In Buddhism, the owl represents the solitude needed for meditation.

The Kiowa people employed oowl prophet s-owlskitsstone d i
make a kind of puppet that made hooting sounds, which the medicine man would interpret as proph-
ecies.
