The mission at Child Abuse Prevention Center is to build healthy families and a strong Dallas 

community by preventing       child abuse and neglect.  Their mission resonates through four 

educational and therapeutic programs for families at increased   risk for child abuse.  The 

Center works to empower its clients by teaching positive parenting methods and supporting parents   

in strengthening their families’ emotional, economical, physical, and social capacities.   

 

 

Girl Scouts of Northeast Texas builds girls of courage, confidence and character, 

who make the world a as community outreach and education programs to meet 

the broad leadership development needs of all girls and adult volunteers in the diverse communities 

they serve.   

 

 

The sole purpose of the Make a Wish Foundation of North Texas is to grant the wishes 

of children with life-threatening medical conditions, in order to enrich the human ex-

perience with hope, strength and joy.  They want to provide children with the hope for better times, 

the strength for the tough times and the joy to experience the present. 

 

 

Mercy Street is a group of Christians who desire to see God glorified and the 

neighborhood of West Dallas transformed by the gospel of Jesus Christ. Believing 

transformation best occurs in the context of relationships, we value people over programs. Therefore, 

we intentionally engage in mutually-transforming relationships with the residents of West Dallas, work-

ing with them to bring hope and healing to West Dallas. 

 

 

New Friends New Life is a faith-based organization that enables women to leave the 

degradation of the sex industry and to build new lives for themselves and their chil-

dren.  They help women overcome backgrounds of abuse, addiction, poverty, and limited opportu-

nities by providing access to education, job training, interim financial assistance and spiritual support. 

 

 

Parkland Foundation for Parkland Memorial Hospital, built in 1954, is vastly undersized 

for current patient volumes. Dallas County's population is projected to double by 

2025, yet Parkland currently operates at full capacity with no flexibility for meeting 

greater demand. The way health care was delivered more than 50 years ago has changed greatly, 

and Parkland must change to effectively meet the health care needs of Dallas.  Recognizing the 

pressing need for a new hospital facility, the Parkland Foundation has embarked on a campaign to 

raise $150 million over the next five years to help fund the $1.27 billion project, which includes a 862-

bed hospital, outpatient center and office space. 

  

 

The Elisa Project is dedicated to the prevention and effective treatment of eating 

disorders through support, awareness, education, and advocacy. They strive to be the premier 

knowledge resource on eating disorders and a proactive agent of change to ensure that all those 

affected by these diseases receive the treatment and support they need. 

  

 

Scholarship recipients of the Chi Omega Christmas Market Collegiate Scholarships 

are outstanding Chi Omegas in Universities across the country from Dallas and surrounding ar-

eas.  The scholarship is based on scholastic excellence and community involvement.
