Community Service:

Cleveland Food Bank

  In April CAPA will hold its annual collection for the Cleveland Food Bank, one of our annual Community Service projects. NPC History:
Expansion and Growth
  We started as the Inter-Sorority Conference in 1902, became the National Panhellenic Conference in 1908, changed to National Panhellenic Congress in 1911 and returned to National Panhellenic Confernce in 1945. Yet, through all these changes our structure and purpose have remained steady.  The officer rotation plan we use today, based on date of admission to the conference, was established in 1910.  Our “one fraternity, one vote’ rule honors the sovereignty and quality of every member group regardless of their size.
  The Panhellenic Compact was precepts of sorority governance deemed so fundamental that they were ratified by every organization as binding rules. Later as other policies were added the collection became know as the Unanimous Agreements and is still in force today.

  Inter-sorority sisterhood was a welcome concept and in its first decade NPC grew from 7 members to 18.  The growth of the movement was bittersweet since some sororities had to close chapters that had been established at junior colleges; NPC sororities were required to have their chapters exclusively at institutions conferring bachelor’s degrees.

  After 1912 the makeup of the conference remained nearly constant until a surge of activity in 1947.  In that year 11 organizations, including the six members of the Association of Education Sororities, were granted associate status.  All became full members in 1951. At its largest in 1957 the NPC had 32. A few have passed from existence but most live on through mergers with other groups.
NEWS AND NOTES

Delta Delta Delta-West is making pillowcases to be donated to the Child Life dept. at Metro Health. This is an ongoing philanthropy project and they have donated quite a number of pillowcases in the past year!
Chi Omega-East had a recent meeting at the Fairmount Center that included a talk on Reiki and a mini treatment. Reiki healing is the usage of spiritual energy to heal a person's aura or situation.
