Recruitment-Growth has been steadily increasing in all categories: total membership, new membership and new chapters. The value of sorority membership is evident in undergraduate circles and in expanding alumnae connections. With high unemployment rates networking has been more important than ever.

On campuses-NPC’s “Something of Value” offers a program to women to initiate a culture change with positive outcomes; identifying risky behaviors, developing strategies to change those behaviors, and working collaboratively to influence the behavior of other fraternal communities.
In Government-Working to push for positive changes in sorority and fraternity campus housing and to make those accommodations safer.

In Social Media- NPC provides regular updates on Facebook. This strength in numbers was evident in March 2009 when more than 20,000 women joined online to celebrate International Badge Day.
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Jen’s Taco Salad Recipe

1 lb. ground beef

1 packet dry taco seasoning (suggest:  Old El Paso Mild)

2-3 plum tomatoes

8 oz. cheddar cheese

2 heads iceberg lettuce

16.5 oz bag Doritos, nacho flavor

16 oz. bottle ranch dressing (suggest: Hidden Valley)

Water

Brown ground beef in skillet making sure to finely crumble.  Drain beef on paper towels and return to pan.  Empty taco seasoning into liquid measuring cup, and then add enough water to fill to 2/3 cup.  Pour on to beef, stirring to coat.  Cook until water evaporates, remove skillet from heat, and cool meat completely.  Can be refrigerated overnight.

Dice plum tomatoes, discarding seeds and membranes.  Shred cheddar cheese.  Clean, dry and tear lettuce into bite-size pieces.  Open small hole in Doritos bag to let out air, then crush chips in bag to small pieces (crouton size).

Assemble salad 1 hour ahead of serving time:  In a large bowl, add items in 1/3 increments, mixing gently, but thoroughly, before adding next third.  Keep leftovers in refrigerator for up to 2 days.
